2.2.  Place a jack under the rear end housing and raise just enough to support the differential.  Place a jack under the rear end housing and raise just enough to support the differential.

3.3.  Disconnect the lower shock mounts and rear spring shackles.  Retain the OEM shock hardware.   Disconnect the lower shock mounts and rear spring shackles.  Retain the OEM shock hardware. 
  
4.4.  Remove the leaf spring axle mount plates and allow the springs to hang down.  Also be sure to   Remove the leaf spring axle mount plates and allow the springs to hang down.  Also be sure to 
remove the OEM rubber isolators.  Retain the U-bolts and T-bolts.  They will be reused. remove the OEM rubber isolators.  Retain the U-bolts and T-bolts.  They will be reused.

15.15.  To seat the shackle bushings, slide one of   To seat the shackle bushings, slide one of 
the shackle side plates onto a 1/2” x 5” bolt, the shackle side plates onto a 1/2” x 5” bolt, 
insert the bolt through the frame bushings insert the bolt through the frame bushings 
(threads facing inboard), install a 1/2” nut (threads facing inboard), install a 1/2” nut 
and tighten until the bushings are seated and tighten until the bushings are seated 
against the frame (Figure 11).  Then remove against the frame (Figure 11).  Then remove 
the nut.  The bolt and shackle plate may the nut.  The bolt and shackle plate may 
remain in place. remain in place.
